PROFESSIONAL PROFILE: I have 23 years of teaching experience, here and in Spain. I have taught ESOL at all levels. I have also taught interpreting and Life in the UK. Since moving to Newcastle in 2010 I have preferred to work part time, so that I can also care for my children. I am imaginative and enthusiastic, meticulous and thorough.

I coordinated a team of 6 staff, and oversaw the needs of over 200 part time students. I was responsible for initial assessments, enrolment, induction, tutorial support, assessment, course planning, sourcing/ writing teaching resources, and running the ELLIS programme. I taught approximately 16 hours per week. I wrote the Self Assessment Review at the end of each academic year, which included an overview and analysis of statistics for enrolment, attainment and completion, all of which improved steadily during my 5 years as coordinator. I was the OCN internal moderator, and authored 2 new sets of OCN qualifications, for Skills for Life and for citizenship.

In 2007 a consultancy called Tribal assessed the financial viability of every department within the college. ESOL was one of only two departments that were making a profit. When OFSTED visited the department in 2007, they commented that ours was the best provision they had seen in all of Wales. 

Sept 2002 – Sept 2003.  Full time ESOL teacher, The Cathedral Centre, Captain St, Bradford (now called Forster Community College.)

I taught ESOL Entry level 1 to asylum seekers and immigrants. I also worked at the Learner Progress and Support Unit, interviewing students to monitor their progress, assess support needs and refer them to outside agencies where appropriate.
